Reading  
It is recommended that children read aloud every day. This is essential as it helps children 
develop their accuracy, fluency and confidence. It is also a fabulous chance to ask your child 
about key vocabulary, what they think may happen next or comprehension questions about 
what they have read and understood. In school, children are encouraged to choose books 
from the class library at their appropriate level. Books are organised into three categories to 
help our children carefully select the right book for them – Tasty (accessible texts), Hot 
(shorter novels, easier to access non-fiction) and Spicy (longer novels, more complex non-
fiction texts).
